Ephesians 1:12-14 
 
There can be much controversy in today’s church regarding the work of the Holy Spirit.   If you 
are like me, it is the hardest for me to wrap my head around this person of the Trinity.  I can 
certainly identify with Christ in the sense that He became a human and lived on the earth.

I 
like how Wayne Grudem describes the work of the Holy Spirit in his book, Systematic Theology.  
He says, 
 

“The work of the Holy Spirit is to manifest the active presence of God in the world, and 
especially in the church….after Jesus ascended into heaven, and continuing through the 
entire church age, the Holy Spirit is now the primary manifestation of the presence of the 
Trinity among us.  He is the one who is most prominently present with us now.  From the 
very beginning of creation we have an indication that the Holy Spirit’s work is to 
complete and sustain what God the Father has planned and what God the Son has begun.” 
 

If the Holy Spirit is the “primary manifestation of the presence of the Trinity among us” I am 
compelled to want to know Him more.  I hope this longing will rise in your heart as well.  Read 
some good books about the Holy Spirit.  Do a Bible study about the Holy Spirit.  But be careful 
to find reputable sources.  You can find good resources listed on our website under “Grow” and
